Guidelines for Student Peer to Peer Trainings
For the last couple of years we have put attendance caps on the student workshops. It seems to be helping to make sure all districts can have a fair share in attending student workshops. Below are the guidelines. Thank you for participating in the Safe and Drug Free School Consortium; we have had a very successful run with Peer to Peer trainings. I hope to continue this program in the future.
For Acting Troupe training there is a cap of 28 students. Each district is allowed to bring 7 students to this training.

For other student trainings we have a cap of 60 students able to attend. We are asking that you bring 12 students per district.

Three weeks before the training you can check with Amy Mittag (amittag@cesa7.k12.wi.us 920-617-5649) and see if there are any openings left. If there are you can sign up more students.

If you can, please limit your adult leaders to one. If a district would like to bring more than one adult we will be charging $15 per adult above the one adult. For those in the consortium we will automatically take the $15 out of the districts rebate money (revised 5/15/06).
After all student peer to peer trainings (except for Acting Troupe and grade 3-5 Peer Mediation) all participants are required to complete the online post/pre peer training survey.  Prior to the trainings, a link to the survey will be sent to the registering advisor.  The advisor is then asked to have his/her students take the survey after the training.
