TIER II Periodic Assessments

Tier II periodic assessments …

1. Are administered periodically, multiple times during the school year.

2. Are standardized across a grade level, subject or course; students take the same test, with the same format, during the same assessment window).

3. Can be made up of any assessment method—selected response, constructed response, performance assessments, checklist observations, or essays).

4. Are developed or selected by grade level or department teachers and an assessment or district committee.

5. Should yield reliable results providing consistency in scoring across raters and time.

6. Should be valid for the content, skill level, standards and curriculum intending to be assessed.

7. Provide quick turn-around of results.

8. Are followed by a minimum of a half-day of teacher team time to analyze and interpret the results.

9. Provide meaningful data that are used for instructional decision-making. What units were successful, which ones weren’t, what should we teach differently?

10. Provide data that reveal students who are not achieving satisfactorily, and those students who are advanced learners; should be used to inform instructional support decisions for kids who struggle and those who are advanced.
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
